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Investing in our schools  

As part of the NSW Government's plan to rebuild public education, the 2024-25 Budget is 
delivering record education funding, including $3.6 billion for new and upgraded schools in 
Western Sydney. This targeted investment will ensure growing communities get access to a world 
class public education. 

Project overview 

The NSW Government is investing more than $60 million in the future of Hurlstone Agricultural 
High School to continue its reputation for educational excellence, including upgrading the boarding 
facilities and building a new farm hub.  

The boarding facilities upgrade will deliver:  

• 180 student accommodation beds 
• dormitory monitor rooms 
• senior and junior common rooms 
• bathrooms and facilities 
• overnight accommodation for rostered duty staff  
 
The new farm hub will deliver: 
• dairy shed and milking parlour with student viewing gallery 
• co-located learning space 
• calf, beef and pig sheds 
• commodity sheds and storage facilities 
• new equipment 
• irrigation systems 
• relocation and reconstruction of the sheep shed, chicken shed and horticulture facilities. 
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Progress update 

We are pleased to announce construction on the new boarding facilities at Hurlstone Agricultural 
High School is now complete and students have moved into the brand new facilities.  

The new boarding facilities feature new separate dormitory buildings for boys and girls, 180 bed 
student accommodation, new dormitory rooms, new senior and junior common rooms, new 
bathrooms and facilities, and new overnight accommodation for staff.

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Next steps  

The new farm hub facilities are nearing completion. Remaining works include: 

• internal fit-out of the livestock sheds 

• works on horticultural area, including garden beds and compost shed 

• installation of glasshouse 

• completion of wash bay 

• external concrete pathways 

• connection to new electricity substation 

Refurbishment works on Block A are progressing to convert the former learning facilities into a new 
permanent staff residence. Upcoming works include: 

• installing internal walls and flooring 

• all amenities areas will be tiled and completed 

• all internal furnishings and fittings will be installed 

Sports field 

Aboriginal cultural heritage consultants have identified salvage works on the new sports field site 
which are required to remove any artefacts that have been identified. These works, which will take 
approximately 6 weeks, will be undertaken once the Development Application is approved and the 
Aboriginal Heritage Impact Permit (AHIP) is complete.
